Application Criteria
Requests for funding are specifically available to support recovery efforts that benefit North Minneapolis residents affected by the tornado on May 22, 2011.
Preference will be given to those organizations that are located in North Minneapolis and have a demonstrated track record of providing services for emergency and basic needs, case management, children and youth services, behavioral and mental health, economic (employment, job training, businesses), transportation and housing. 
Grant awards will range from $5,000 - $35,000.  A limited number of larger grants may be awarded.
Collaboration between existing nonprofits, faith-based organizations and public entities is encouraged.
After the first application deadline of June 15, 2011, an open application process will continue with reviews and decisions occurring weekly.

Your application must address the following: Please limit your written application to no more than 2-3 pages.

· Describe which North Minneapolis neighborhood(s) impacted by the tornado will you primary serve.
· Describe who will benefit from your services (i.e. children, youth, families, businesses, homeowners, etc.).
· How many families/ individuals affected by the tornado have been served to date and how have they been benefited from your service?
· How many additional individuals and families affected by the tornado do you expect to serve with this grant? How did you determine this number?
· Describe the specific activities for which you are seeking a grant from the Fund.
· Please describe your collaborative partners and relationship to others doing similar work.
· How many paid staff or volunteers are participating in your efforts?
· Enclose an itemized project budget (revenue and expenses).
· Include a copy of your organization’s 501(c)(3) determination letter. If your effort is a collaboration or partnership, please include the 501(c)(3) determination letter of the organization serving as the lead agency.
